Stock markets end lower for 6th
straight week over West Asia conflict
Mumbai, April 3 (IANS)

Indian equity markets
closed lower for the sixth
consecutive week amid
escalating geopolitical ten-
sions in West Asia and
sharp currency fluctua-
tions, with both headline
indices ending in the red
during a shortened four-
day trading week.

Sensex ended at
73,319.55 on Thursday,
down 263.67 points or
0.35 per cent, compared to
the previous Friday's
close. Nifty 50 settled at
22,713.10, a decline of
106.50 points or 0.46 per
cent on a week-on-week
basis.

In the final session of
the week, both bench-
marks plummeted in early
trade -- the 50-scrip bas-
ket shedding over 500
points and Sensex declin-
ing more than 1,500 points
-- after US President

Donald Trump warned of
possible intense military
strikes on Iran within the
next two to three weeks,
offering no clarity on a dip-
lomatic resolution to the
conflict. Markets, however,
recovered partially by the
close.

Among Nifty 50 constit-
uents, HDFC Life Insur-
ance, Sun Pharma, Dr
Reddy's Laboratories,
NTPC and Cipla were the
top losers for the week.

Among broader indi-
ces, the BSE Midcap 150
underperformed the
benchmarks, declining 0.6
per cent week-on-week,
while the BSE Smallcap
250 bucked the trend and
rose 0.8 per cent over the
same period.

On a sectoral basis,
realty, healthcare and
banking were the top gain-
ers for the week, rising
approximately 3 per cent,

2.7 per cent and 1 per
cent, respectively. Metal,
power and consumer du-
rables were the top losers,
each falling more than 2
per cent.

Market analysts said
equities were likely to re-
main volatile in the com-
ing week, with investor
sentiment closely tied to
developments in the West
Asia conflict.

Indian equities are like-
ly to remain volatile, with
investor sentiment closely
tied to evolving develop-
ments in the ongoing West
Asia conflict. While the US
continues to assess its re-
sponse, recent comments
from US President Donald
Trump indicate a more as-
sertive stance, warning of
possible military action if
negotiations fail, while still
leaving room for diploma-
cy," according to experts.

Any signs of de-esca-

lation in the West Asia con-
flict may provide relief
through softer crude pric-
es and currency stability,
while further escalation
could prolong risk aver-
sion and sustain pressure
on foreign flows, the ana-
lyst added.

Brent crude prices
have remained elevated
near $107 per barrel.

Further, markets will
reopen after a three-day
break and are expected to
track multiple major events
such as including the RBI
monetary policy commit-
tee's rate decision, US
Federal Open Market
Committee (FOMC) meet-
ing minutes due on
Wednesday (April 8), and
the start of the Q4 FY26
earnings season.

The stock exchanges
will remain shut on ac-
count of Good Friday on
Friday.--IANS

Seoul shares up on hopes for
Strait of Hormuz reopening
Seoul, April 3 (IANS)

South Korean stocks rose
nearly 2.5 per cent late on
Friday morning as Iran is
said to be working on a
protocol with Oman to
monitor traffic through the
Strait of Hormuz, raising
hopes for the reopening of
the crucial shipping water-
way.

The benchmark Korea
Composite Stock Price In-
dex (KOSPI) rose 128.99
points, or 2.46 percent, to
5,363.0, reports Yonhap
news agency.

The index opened 2.7
percent higher, rebound-
ing from a sharp decline
the previous session, and
maintained its momentum
on solid buying by institu-
tional investors.Concerns
about further escalation of
the conflict in the Middle
East still remain high after
U.S. President Donald
Trump said in a prime-time
address on Wednesday
(U.S. time) that the United
States would hit Iran "ex-

tremely hard over the next
two to three weeks," with-
out providing a timeline for
ending the conflict that be-
gan in late February.

But Iran's Deputy For-
eign Minister Kazem
Gharibabadi, however,
said Tehran is drafting a
protocol with Oman to
monitor traffic through the
Strait of Hormuz, raising
hopes for progress in re-
opening the waterway,
which has effectively been
shut since the start of the
war.In Seoul, big-cap tech
shares led the upturn of
the index.

Market bellwether
Samsung Electronics
surged 3.28 percent, while
chip giant SK hynix soared
5.18 percent.Defence gi-
ant Hanwha Aerospace
climbed 2.05 percent, and
artificial intelligence invest-
ment firm SK Square went
up 1.06 percent. Nuclear
power plant builder
Doosan Enerbility jumped
3.42 percent.

S. Korea vows stern action against
market-disruptive fake news

Seoul, April 3 (IANS) The government will take
stern measures, including legal means, against
malicious activities aimed at taking advantage of
recent market volatility through the spread of fake
news and rumours, a senior finance ministry offi-
cial said on Friday. "Spreading unfounded fake
news in a time of extraordinary crisis is a serious
matter that can fuel market anxiety and undermine
trust in policy," Moon Ji-sung, deputy minister for
international economic affairs, said while presiding
over a meeting of the task force on illegal foreign
exchange transactions.The official also urged rel-
evant agencies to take strict action, calling for im-
mediate reporting to the task force and filing com-
plaints with police, reports Yonhap news agency.

On Thursday, Finance Minister Koo Yun-cheol
filed a complaint over false reports, claiming the
government would force citizens to sell U.S.
dollars.The reports alleged that the government
would invoke an emergency economic order amid
the prolonged Middle East conflict and require in-
dividuals to liquidate their U.S. dollar holdings and
transfer the proceeds to the state.The domestic
currency has shown increased volatility since U.S.
and Israeli strikes on Iran in late February, which
have pushed up global oil prices and fueled con-
cerns over inflation and a potential economic slow-
down.

The Ministry of Finance and Economy said Koo
filed charges with police against those who first cir-
culated the misinformation and others who active-
ly helped spread it online.

Cost risks in India auto sector
underappreciated by markets:
Report

New Delhi, April 3 (IANS) The cost pressures
facing Indian auto companies are being systemat-
ically underestimated by the market, even as in-
vestor sentiment on India has taken a distinctly
more cautious turn, according to a report released
on Friday.

A BNP Paribas analysis found investors reluc-
tant to take a clear directional position on the mar-
ket. Hedge funds were largely removing tilts and
factor exposures from their portfolios, with several
actively reducing gross exposure.

The rapid reversal of US tariff trade seen last
year has made investors inclined to view the cur-
rent energy crisis as potentially short-lived, it
said.The broader view on India has turned more
negative. A key concern centres on LNG availabil-
ity; investors fear it could prove a longer-lasting is-
sue for India, distinct in nature from oil price
volatility.Unlike crude -- which is seen as a tran-
sient price shock -- LNG supply disruptions are
viewed as potentially delivering a prolonged hit to
corporate earnings.The report also highlighted that
Hong Kong-based investors were found to be
somewhat less bearish on India than their Sin-
gapore-based counterparts, partly a function of HK
investors operating as regional allocators who are
simultaneously navigating elevated volatility in other
Asian markets.Investor conversations skewed
heavily toward demand impact rather than
cost.There is a broad consensus that commercial
vehicles face the sharpest demand headwinds, tied
to a slowdown in government capital
expenditure.Moreover, two-wheelers are general-
ly seen as better positioned relative to passenger
vehicles on the demand side, though BNP cautions
that historical macro cycles do not clearly support
this conclusion.

People with OSA have 71 pc higher
risk of cardiovascular events, all-
cause mortality: Study

New Delhi, April 3 (IANS) Scientists have found
that those living with obstructive sleep apnea (OSA)
have a 71 per cent higher risk of cardiovascular
events (CVEs) or death from any cause (all-cause
mortality) compared with those not living with OSA.

New research, to be presented at the Europe-
an Congress on Obesity (ECO 2026, Istanbul, Tur-
key, May 12-15), is a collaboration between Impe-
rial College Health Partners; Imperial College
Healthcare NHS Trust, London, UK; and Eli Lilly
and Company (Lilly).

“In adults, obstructive sleep apnea is linked to
higher risk of cardiovascular events or all-cause
mortality, especially among those with obesity, even
after adjusting for confounders,” said study co-au-
thor Heather Fitzke of Imperial College Health Part-
ners, London.OSA is characterised by recurrent
upper airway obstruction during sleep and is asso-
ciated with reduced quality of sleep and life and
increased cardiovascular risk.

The prevalence of obesity and overweight
among people with OSA is between 40-70 per cent,
and people living with obesity are more likely to
experience more severe OSA than those without
the condition.In this new study, the primary objec-
tive was to assess the increased risk of the com-
bined endpoint of CVEs or death among adults with
a diagnosis of OSA compared to adults without
OSA.The study used electronic health records from
2.9 million residents.

Japanese FDI into India has been increasing, with

inflows totalling $3.1 billion in 2023-24. Capital has pri-
marily flowed into automobiles, electrical equipment,
telecommunications, chemicals, financial services, and
pharmaceuticals.

Dedicated Japan Industrial Townships (JITs) are also
operating in India, such as those in Neemrana and Sri
City, hosting over 100 Japanese companies.

This new office complements existing support mech-
anisms, such as the SME Facilitation Cell launched by
the Indian Embassy in Tokyo and JETRO's support for
startups. This initiative is part of a larger, long-term stra-
tegic partnership discussed by Prime Minister Naren-
dra Modi and then Japanese Prime Minister Shigeru
Ishiba in August 2025 to strengthen security and eco-
nomic ties between the two countries, particularly with-
in the Quad framework.

Japan sets up special cell to boost FDI flows into India
New Delhi, April 3 (IANS) Japan's Ministry of For-

eign Affairs has established a new Japan-India Eco-
nomic Affairs Division to help Japanese companies in-
vest in India, as part of its strategy to bolster bilateral
economic ties. "Through the establishment of the Ja-
pan-India Economic Affairs Division, the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of Japan will further make public-pri-
vate efforts to promote companies’ expansion of busi-
ness and investment from Japan to India and to deep-
en cooperation in the area of economic security with
India," the ministry said in a statement.

"Given India’s high rate of economic growth, the
importance of economic cooperation in Japan-India
relations is growing day by day," it said.

The new initiative is expected to support collabora-
tion in high-growth sectors such as artificial intelligence,
startups, and critical minerals, aligning with broader
strategic priorities between the two countries.

The initiative reflects Tokyo’s growing focus on In-
dia as a key economic and strategic partner amid shift-
ing global supply chains and geopolitical alignments.

The move also complements the India-Japan goal
of achieving 10 trillion yen (around $62.6 billion) in pri-
vate sector investment in India by 2035, as agreed
during the 2025 bilateral summit.

Cumulative Japanese FDI in India has reached
about $43.2 billion since 2000, with key investments
concentrated in sectors such as automobiles, electron-
ics, telecommunications, chemicals, and financial ser-
vices.

Surveys indicate that while Japanese manufactur-
ers view India as a promising growth market, many re-
main cautious as they are not familiar with the rules
and regulations in the country, which vary across states.

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West Asia conflict drives crude oil prices
to multi-year highs, Brent up 8 pc

New Delhi, Apri l  3
(IANS) Global crude oil
prices rose on Friday af-
ter US President Donald
Trump warned of possi-
ble military strikes on Iran
within two to three weeks,
stoking fresh concerns
over supply disruptions
from the West Asia re-
gion.

Brent crude futures
traded at $109.24 per
barrel, up 8 per cent,
while US West Texas In-
termediate (WTI) futures
were at $111.54 per bar-
rel by 3:39 am (local
time).

Till Friday, US WTI fu-
tures jumped 11.94 per
cent from the previous
Friday's close during the
week, while Brent crude
declined 3.14 per cent
over the same period.

The ongoing conflict
in West Asia, now enter-
ing its fifth week, has re-
moved millions of barrels
per day from the global
market, driving energy
prices to multi-year highs
and causing fuel shortag-
es in countries depen-
dent on supplies routed
through the Strait of Hor-
muz. Around 20 per cent
of the world's oil typically
flows through the critical
chokepoint.

Trump, in a speech
earlier this week, vowed
to hit Iran "extremely
hard" in the coming
weeks but stopped short
of outlining a plan to re-
open the strait, suggest-
ing instead that other na-
tions take the lead in
clearing it for shipping
traffic.

Analysts noted that
any further escalation in
West Asia could sustain
pressure on crude prices,
the Indian rupee and for-
eign institutional flows
into emerging markets.

Foreign reserves log sharpest drop in
about year in March: Bank of Korea
Seoul, April 3 (IANS)

South Korea's foreign re-
serves posted their sharp-
est monthly decline in about
a year in March amid a
stronger dollar and authori-
ties' efforts to manage ex-
change rate volatility, the
central bank said on Friday.
The country's foreign re-
serves stood at US$423.66
billion as of end-March,
down $3.97 billion from a
month earlier, according to
the data from the Bank of
Korea (BOK). It was the
sharpest decline since April
2025, when the amount fell
by $4.99 billion on-month,
reports Yonhap news
agency.The reserves had

fallen in December for the
first time since June and
continued to decline
through January before ris-
ing in February."The U.S.
dollar strengthened in
March, reducing the dollar
value of South Korea's for-
eign currency assets de-
nominated in other curren-
cies. Also attributable was
market stabilisation mea-
sures, such as foreign ex-
change swaps with the Na-
tional Pension Service," a
BOK official said.Foreign
securities, including U.S.
Treasuries, fell by $3.97 bil-
lion from a month earlier to
$423.66 billion at end-
March, accounting for 89.2

percent of the country's to-
tal foreign reserves. The
value of foreign currency
deposits lost $1.44 billion to
$21.05 billion, while special
drawing rights (SDRs) fell
by $200 million to $15.57
billion. Gold bullion holdings
remained unchanged at
$4.79 billion. The country's
reserve position with the In-
ternational Monetary Fund
(IMF) decreased by $60
million from a month earlier
to $4.55 billion at the end of
March, the data showed.
